     
The Mount Players One Act Play Festival

Conditions of Entry

1.    Entrants must be of amateur status. Each entry must have a minimum of 2 actors, each of whom should contribute to the production. Monologues will not be considered.

2.
Entries will be accepted only if submitted on the official entry form.

3.
The entry fee, which will be designated by the Mount Players Inc. Production Committee, must accompany the entry form.

4.
All entries must be complete One Act Plays. At least 2 copies must be made available to the Festival Production Committee with the entry form.

5.
Photocopies are acceptable, but it is the responsibility of the Festival Production Committee to destroy these copies at the conclusion of the Festival to performances.

6.
Late entries will be accepted only at the Festival Production Committee’s discretion.

7.    Royalties applicable to performances are to be paid by the entrant.  It is the entrant’s responsibility to ensure that it has the permission of the copyright holder(s) to present the play(s) and a copy of license agreement where applicable will be required.

8. 
It is recommended that plays run from 20 to 45 minutes. Time to set the stage is 10 minutes and strike 5 minutes. The Festival Production Committee has the right to allow for exemptions.

9.
To prevent repetition on the program, the production committee may request a second choice from groups who submit the same play. The decision of the Festival Production Committee is final.

10. 
The expressed preference for the performance dates will be respected where possible, but the Festival Production Committee reserves the right to allot dates as demanded by the requirements of the program as a whole.

11.
Groups are required to supply appropriate properties, set and sound recordings as required.

12.
The Festival Production Committee has a responsibility to provide information and appropriate technical personnel in the areas of Lighting and Stage Management.

13. Groups will be required to cooperate with Festival Stage Management.

14.    Any electrical appliance or lead used in the production should be tagged as being safe for use.  If the entrant is unable to get any item tested and tagged, then they should advise us and we can do the test and tagging for them at a small cost.  This must be arranged beforehand, but can be done on the day of the performance.  However, this does entail the risk that any item failing the test cannot be used.

15.
Under no circumstances will any group be allowed to rehearse on stage throughout the duration of festival.

16.
Cast and crew lists, synopsis of play and short history of the group are required to be provided by the entrants, for inclusion in the program.

17.
The Mount Players Inc. takes no responsibility for the views and decisions made by the adjudicator. Decisions are final and no correspondence will be entered into.
